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The Project has elaborated a rationale for the National Technical Code on Energy Efficiency in Buildings harmonized with Directive 2010/31/EU and submitted it to the Ministry of Construction and GosStandard.  Based on this initiative, a respective letter has been sent to the Council of Ministers for decision-making.

The Project has implemented all necessary developments concerning the full-scale design of tools, hardware, installations and equipment for energy efficiency improvement of the pilot residential buildings in Grodno and Minsk.  As a result, the relevant part of design and construction documents has been completed along with general provisions and instructions for techniques of construction and assembling works, building operation and maintenance works.  The overall architectural design of the two pilot buildings has been finalized by the prime-developers.
Participation in a study tour to France and in international events in Turkey and Germany has been supported by the Project for four developers and decision-makers. The Project organized and held an International Conference in Minsk on energy efficiency improvement.
