	Conduct case management for adult and child survivors in the 3 payams using appropriate tools.


	Case management is an ongoing activity. The target reached in the 3 locations is 58 men, 120 women, 25 boys and 34 girls. Cases among men include domestic violence, HIV/AIDS/STIS, and revenge attacks

Cases among women and girls include, rape, domestic violence, STIS and pregnancy complications, sexual harassment/ sexual slavery and forced marriage.

	Provide psychosocial support services to adult and child survivors in the 3 payams



	PSS is an ongoing activity .The target reached in the 3 locations is 50 men, 290 women, 25 boys, 182 girls. Issues addressed include HIV/AIDS and STI counselling, maternal and reproductive health, Rape, Sexual slavery, forced marriage, domestic violence and inability to access basic needs especially food.

	Conduct an  Inter Agency assessment (IRNA)  on returnee needs and population movements
	On 9th -14th June Agencies in Old Fangak conducted an assessment on returnee needs in New Fangak and population movement trends. SALF represented the GBV subcluster and the protection cluster.The report is underway.

	4
	Orientation of SALF staff on  GBV case management  and SOPs
	15 SALF staff have been trained on case management and  use of SOPS  for GBV in south Sudan. Report is available.

	5
	Advocacy on Forced Face marking
	SALF, local authority  lead by the Governor, Education partners ,youth and women leaders have joined hands in ending forced face marking of young boys . The practice is common among Nuer ethnic group and is done for identity purposes

The women leaders have conducted the awareness campaigns in Churches, Schools, Public Rallies, Discussion  are going on with the youth leadership  and the local authority to help in advocating the ending of forehead marking in Bomas..

By laws have been enacted  and the penalty for those who shall still practice forced face marking of boys  will be fined 5 cows and serve two years  prison
