No-Cost extension of Civil Service Change Management Project

The Civil Service Change Management Project has been implemented by the Ministry of Public
Administration (MoPA) with technical and financial support from UNDP. CSCMP is a five-year project, with
a total budget of USDS5.5 million. It started in January 2008 and will end on 31 December 2012. Although the
project is keen to implement all the activities planned for this year it is also expected that, due to unexpected
factors, some of the activities will not be completed. Since the project has set in motion a number of key
reforms, it is critical for the project to continue to assist MOPA to complete all the activities.

Considering this a decision was taken in the Project Steering Committee meeting on 29 F ebruary 2012
to extend the project for six month till June 2013 on a no-cost basis, subject to any comments from ERD or
other concerned Ministry.

We believe that the extension of the project period with targeted outcomes focused on the Civil
Service change management will make a significant contribution to Bangladesh’s development objectives.
