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The Project finalized energy audits of five multi-storey residential buildings that helps amend the methodological guidelines, elaborated by the Project for energy performance monitoring of buildings. Based on the results of round-table workshops held by the Project in 2013 the Project and RUE “StrojTechNorm” of Ministry of Construction elaborated Energy Efficiency Standardization Action Plan for Residential Buildings to bridge the existing gap between relevant Belarusian and European standards.
The Project has completed all necessary pre-developments, and in view of terms of references received from the prime-developers, the Project has elaborated and approved a related design statement for a full-scale design of tools, hardware, installations and equipment for energy efficiency improvement of two pilot residential buildings in Grodno and Minsk.

The Project has organized and conducted two study tours for fourteen developers of pilot buildings construction companies and decision-makers to Austria and Great Britain.  The Project has taken a key role in organizing and holding the “EnergoMarathon” Republican Contest among pupils and students dedicated to energy conservation in schools.
