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I. Situation Analysis

Between 1996 and 2005, countries in South and Southeast Asia sustained robust average economic growth rates of 7.4 percent and 5.9 percent respectively, as the Asia-Pacific Regional Programme Document (RPD) 2008-2011 notes. However, while globalization has benefited many and this pattern of growth has contributed to expanding affluence, the region also has witnessed exploding inequalities both within and between countries and sub-regions. Poverty remains a stark problem, with South Asia still accounting for a staggering 43 percent of the world’s poor and East Asia and the Pacific for an additional 21 percent. 

If current trends persist, several Millennium Development Goals (MDGs) will not be met unless countries adopt targeted, inclusive strategies to ensure that benefits of growth are shared equitably. This alarming scenario has been confirmed by the 2007 MDG progress report for the region, produced by UNDP, ESCAP and ADB. Clearly, therefore, growth alone is insufficient to achieve the broad-based development gains envisioned in the Millennium Declaration.
The failure of economic growth to reach women as well as poor and disadvantaged people, including ethnic minorities, is linked to underlying structures of inequality that remain deeply embedded and result in exclusion for many. In this regard, democratic governance that is both inclusive and responsive is seen as essential to secure equitable, pro-poor sustainable growth. 

The majority of Asia-Pacific countries, recognizing the integral role of good governance in furthering national development strategies, have committed to enhancing their systems of governance since the Asian economic crisis of the late 1990s. This vision for deepening democracy has resulted in increased roles for parliaments and local representative institutions, even as CSOs and media have come to play a more active role in ensuring greater accountability and transparency in public policy making and implementation. In addition, integrity institutions such as anti-corruption agencies and human rights and ombudsman bodies were infused with greater independence and empowered to serve as guarantors of rights. Despite these positive trends, however, the practice and quality of democratic governance in the region has stagnated and, in some cases, been reversed in recent years. Now, a growing perception exists that much more can – and should – be done to address the governance deficits at the origin of expanding income and social gaps. 

These governance deficits remain rooted in insufficient application of the rule of law and inadequate access to justice and information. Social service provision and capacities of authorities to deliver services remain variable in quality and efficiency. Access to and efficient delivery of services such as education, water and health are integral to achieving the MDGs. In this context, effective and inclusive representation, along with participation of the broader citizenry in democratic processes and public policy debates, and in ensuring accountability, is still wanting. As such, the role and capacity of representative bodies at national and sub-national levels must be strengthened to allow these bodies to discharge their constitutional obligations, particularly for the benefit of women, youth, indigenous peoples and other disadvantaged groups. A new commitment to deepening democracy is needed, given that claims rooted in lack of participation can potentially trigger conflict that may spill over national boundaries, threatening regional peace and security.
In many Asia-Pacific countries, the absence of an independent judiciary and a culture of impunity represent a major governance deficit contributing to an environment in which poor and disadvantaged people cannot obtain legal advice or equal access to the legal system. Challenges also remain in promoting and protecting human rights. A competent legal profession, an independent and accountable judiciary, and respect for the rule of law are necessary to ensure access to justice for all. 

Corruption likewise remains a serious impediment to securing broad-based, inclusive growth and development. Indeed, high levels of corruption and bureaucratic cultures that obstruct open, transparent governance have diluted the region’s remarkable development gains. Persistent gaps in accountability and transparency endanger the legitimacy and stability of institutions -- but perhaps more critically, they also discriminate in the delivery of services and put women and disadvantaged groups at particular risk.
Growing evidence indicates that the most disadvantaged communities remain excluded from governance processes, often due to limited access to information and communications facilities. Many communities in the region, particularly in remote rural areas, lack essential information on basic rights and entitlements, public services, social and economic opportunities, agricultural prices and other market information that would empower them to take more control of their lives. New ICTs are reframing relationships between media, citizens and the state and offer possibilities for better governance. Similarly, a vibrant media can significantly improve the quality of governance and progress in achieving the MDGs, yet surveys show that more than one-third of countries in the Asia-Pacific region still do not have an independent media.
The high incidence of poverty, the large number of Least Developed Countries, and the high number of conflict or post-disaster contexts explain the relatively high inflows of development assistance to the Asia-Pacific region. In 2006 Asia received 23 percent of net ODA (OECD/DAC, 2006). While this represents a slight decrease from 1994-1995 (29 percent), it still totals US$17.5 billion excluding debt relief; moreover, these figures exclude flows to the Pacific. At the same time, the remaining substantial challenges for South, North and Southeast Asia to achieve the MDGs underline the continuing critical importance of aid effectiveness in deepening democracy. In this regard, 25 countries in the region have signed the Paris Declaration on Aid Effectiveness and are seeking to apply these principles at country level. Most members of the international community also are signatories but have not yet managed to design and deliver aid in line with the overarching principles of country leadership and alignment with national development plans/priorities. Governments of Asia and the Pacific, and their development partners, will need to work across borders to bring about needed change through South-South cross-country learning and peer support.
II. Strategy

The Asia-Pacific RPD 2008-11 was designed to respond to national priorities, emerging challenges, the United Nations reform and harmonization agenda, and UNDP corporate priorities, as reflected in the UNDP Strategic Plan 2008-11 endorsed by the Executive Board in October 2007. Regional cooperation is a mechanism to promote and achieve national development objectives and regionally agreed plans of action and commitment to greater integration. Based on the RPD, strategic programmatic interventions aim to: (i) promote regional public goods and encourage and support greater regional integration; (ii) undertake regional trend analysis and facilitate regional comparison, learning and knowledge sharing; (iii) engage in awareness raising and promote regional networking; and (iv) promote regional dialogues on emerging development issues. To this end, regional programming will aim to promote policies and programmes that maximize opportunities to build greater national and regional capacities for enhanced regional development cooperation and integration.

The ARGP focus areas are consistent with those outlined in the UNDP Strategic Plan for 2008-2011. Regional interventions outlined through the outputs and activities in the Results and Resources Framework (RRF) are aligned with Key Result 1, Key Result 2 and Key Result 3 of the Strategic Plan’s Democratic Governance focus area, namely, on a) Fostering Inclusive Participation b) Strengthening Responsive Governance Institutions and c) Grounding democratic governance in international principles. This regional programme document is also fully aligned with the operational principles outlined in the new strategic plan, with respect to emphasizing the importance of capacity development, south-south cooperation, aid management and gender equality. 
In the context of furthering democratic governance processes, systems and structures in the region, the Asia Regional Governance Programme (ARGP) Phase II will build on results achieved under Phase I during 2004-07. The strategy is a composite of mutually reinforcing components to promote democratic governance in line with the UNDP Strategic Plan 2008-2011 and the RPD  

The link between democratic governance and poverty reduction/achievement of the MDGs underpins the programme and is reflected in the six proposed outputs. Priority will be placed on enhancing national capacities to more effectively and productively engage in regional cooperation and coordination, thus better managing externalities and benefiting from increasing cross-border flows of information, goods, ideas, knowledge, resources and capital.  All interventions will rely upon capacity development, gender equality, South-South cooperation, cross-Practice synergies, knowledge sharing and management, a human rights-based approach (HRBA) to development programming, and civic engagement.  
Project outputs will focus on six areas with a view to achieving the outcomes envisioned:

Output 1: Parliaments and representative bodies are better able to engage in development policy planning and oversight and be more effective representatives of all groups in society
Interventions in this area will target representative bodies at national as well as sub-national levels so that they are better able to mediate and articulate public opinion and choices. Emphasis will be placed on enabling regulatory frameworks for bringing women into positions in decision-making bodies as both members and leaders. Through cross-national comparative learning efforts, budgetary and legislative tools and methodologies will be developed to enhance capacities of legislatures to be more engaged and informed on MDG-based national development strategies. Research will be undertaken to provide best-practice knowledge on improving representation arrangements with respect to the interests of women, indigenous and disadvantaged groups. Capacity development courses will be undertaken at sub-regional level with an emphasis on strengthening women’s decision-making roles in representative bodies and supporting women’s wings/caucuses. In this regard, media and communication strategies for legislatures and individual members will be pursued through developing partnerships with national and regional media groups. An internally driven institutional capacity and needs assessments framework for legislatures will be developed and adapted for national contexts in close partnership with the UNDP Capacity Development Group. Networking of individuals and institutions will be facilitated and encouraged for peer exchange, learning and to benefit from South-South experiences.  Existing networks (ASEAN Inter-Parliamentary Organization, Asia Forum on Parliamentarians on Population and Development and others) will be formally engaged and serve as a mechanism for the delivery and dissemination of applied research and policy analysis knowledge products.  

Output 2: State and non-state actors are able to harness communications mechanisms (access to information policies, e-governance, and media) for enhanced government transparency and effectiveness. 

Activities in this area will address both the supply and demand side of access to relevant information (A2I) and will enable people to participate in decision-making processes and influence decisions that affect their lives. Research and analysis, along with regional exchange and dialogues, will be carried out to catalyze debate and distil lessons on right to information legislation and public service broadcasting policies.  In partnership with national institutions, the ARGP will help develop policy guidelines and comparative frameworks and support where requested, adaptation and pilot testing in countries to further dialogue and national implementation strategies on A2I formulation and adoption. 
Interventions will also stress the role of e-governance as an important mechanism for improving A2I and governance accountability. Models of good practice will be captured and shared at regional, sub-regional and national forums, following which, through the development of assessment tools and the delivery of sub-regional training, the capacity of national and local institutions will be improved to better design and implement sustainable e-governance initiatives. Subsequent pilot initiatives will be undertaken to replicate good e-government and e-governance at national and sub-national levels. In this regard, ARGP II will actively seek and broker private sector partnerships.  To enhance the enabling conditions for public debate and civic engagement in public affairs, ARGP II will strengthen capacities of media organizations and formally network with regional media organizations such as the South Asia Free Media Association. Dialogue on development issues including the MDGs will be undertaken with media groups and the programme will support the optimization of professional standards in media and independent and balanced journalism. 
Output 3: Policy-makers in key ministries and non-state parties are better able to develop effective governance arrangements for MDG-focused service delivery
An important element of ARGP II will be to address issues related to governance arrangements for effective delivery of basic services within the framework of the MDG-I. The recently initiated United Nations Inter-Agency initiative for support to national policies and MDG strategies will be up-scaled, moving beyond the initial five priority countries. Drawing on regional analysis and development of methodologies, and delivered within a joint United Nations framework, support will be provided to senior officials in key ministries and research institutions to examine the divisions of sectoral responsibilities, roles and functions between national and sub-national levels of government, as well as financing arrangements in the delivery of health, education, water services and local services supporting income generation. Both direct/public and regulated/private and CSO contexts will be researched and examined. The aim is to contribute to broad-based national dialogues on design and development of sectoral policies, administrative and financial arrangements and regulatory functions, including those concerning relevant private sector activities. As part of this output, support will be provided for the development of policies on CSO engagement in public policy processes. This output will be implemented in partnership with UNICEF, UNCDF and other UN partners and will create strong synergies between RCB and RCC.
Output 4: State and non-state actors are capacitated to support implementation of international instruments, norms and standards to increase integrity in governance;
UNDP’s regional Community of Practice (COP) “Integrity in Action” (INTACT) will be the primary means for capacity development efforts under this output, mainly focused on the legislative guide for implementation of the United Nations Convention on Anti-Corruption (UNCAC).  The knowledge generated will be used to support the policy debate in the region on how to maximize the efficiency of UNCAC anti-corruption measures. The project will work collaboratively not only with INTACT but also with the ADB-OECD Anti-Corruption Initiative, and will exploit opportunities of global gatherings such as the United Nations Office for Drug Control (UNODC) UNCAC-related conferences.  Media outlets will be used extensively for advocacy and awareness raising campaigns to reach the broadest possible audience of stakeholders. 

Both the demand and supply side of the integrity equation will be focused on developing capacity of both state and non-state actors (CSOs, the media, and people’s representatives at national and local levels). Collaboration with UNODC will be pursued, as well South-South cooperation to promote mutual learning and best-practice exchanges.   Anti-corruption links with local governance and decentralization policies will be stressed, as will efforts to develop model anti-corruption indicators in partnership with the UNDP Oslo Governance Centre. ARGP II likewise will work on tools and policy guidelines for gender-sensitive implementation of UNCAC related to public service reforms as a preventive measure for combating corruption. It will conduct research and develop partnerships with other United Nations Agencies and partners to promote and implement a new Education for Integrity and Ethics (EDUFINE) initiative, which is intended to instill in young people a better sense of the links between ethics, integrity, human rights and development. ARGP II will work jointly with the Regional Indigenous Peoples Project in addressing the links between the UNCAC and the Declaration of the Rights of Indigenous Peoples including compiling best practices on corporate social responsibility in natural resource extractive industries.
Output 5: Capacities of justice sector-related institutions and stakeholders are strengthened to deliver and enhance access to justice and promote human rights.
ARGP II will work with ministries of justice and civil society groups with respect to enhancing capacities for the implementation of specific conventions (e.g. Convention on the Elimination of All Forms of Discrimination against Women [CEDAW] and the International Covenant on Economic Social and Cultural Rights (ESCR)). Best practices will be documented on alignment of national with international legal frameworks and methodologies for use and adaptation on such legislative compliance will be developed.  UNIFEM will be a key partner in these efforts. The programme will engage with national human rights institutions to help build their capacities to discharge duties with respect to the promotion and protection of human rights. The ARGP will work closely with sub-regional human rights bodies (such as in ASEAN) by distilling and disseminating lessons from other regions on good practices and required policy, institutional and regulatory changes. In this regard, regional debates and dialogues for learning and exchange will be facilitated and south-south cooperation and networking will be promoted. Platforms for mutual learning and sharing among all justice sector actors in the region, particularly with regard to legal empowerment issues will be established and the programme will work across the justice sector in this area, including working with national bar associations and public defender groups. 
Output 6: National governments are able to better align aid flows develop management action plans to implement Paris Declaration regulatory framework and contribute to achieving the MDGs
Governments and partners face capacity constraints in responding to increased pressure for aid efficiency and effectiveness, linked to budget support imperatives. Increases in international accountability for aid practice (for example, through OECD/DAC surveys in 2008 and 2010) also will necessitate that development partners work closely with governments to demonstrate evidence of increased effectiveness and comparative advantages on aid management. 
Energies will be focused on documenting and disseminating best practices on common approaches to the provision of international aid in the region. National capacities of related ministries and budget offices will be supported in developing good policy, practice and infrastructure, including information and management systems. Aid effectiveness training courses will be developed, institutionalized and delivered to national stakeholders and a web-based resource centre and help desk will be established to foster South-South cooperation and country-country networking. The World Bank, ADB, Government of Japan, UK/Department for International Development (DFID), and the European Commission all significantly shape the aid environment in which UNDP works. ARGP II will work and partner with these and other agencies to ensure that international partners in the region work as far as possible toward the same objectives through strengthening aid practices in-country. It also will serve as a connector between country-based work and global policy making on aid effectiveness.
III. Partnerships and Resource Mobilization Strategy
The partnership and resource mobilization strategy for the ARGP, Phase II, is based on the overall partnership plan of the Regional Center in Bangkok, outlined in its October 2007 document ‘Strategy for Resource Mobilization and Partnership (2008-2011)’.  In this regard, ARGP II will engage in a partnership and resource mobilization strategy with the following in mind: a) strengthening partnerships with United Nations Agencies and bilateral and multilateral donors in the context of United Nations reform and the evolving aid environment; b) linking better with Asia-Pacific’s growing intellectual capital through South-South partnerships, with a view to providing  programme countries with a wider pool of high-quality regional expertise; c) deepening advocacy and communications in order to influence public interest and policy; d) and more strategically engaging with the private sector and traditional and new donors.
South-South cooperation will be an integrative aspect of implementation of the regional programme. Capacity development strategies outlined, will be pursued among other avenues, through strategic engagement, exchange and development of cross-national learning platforms and networks for enabling more intensive and result-oriented South-South partnership for reform and for providing regional public goods. 
As such, the success and effectiveness of ARGP II will in large part depend upon the quality and reach of partnerships. In this regard, ARGP II will engage with key regional inter-governmental organizations such as SAARC and ASEAN; United Nations Agencies, including UNESCAP, UNICEF, ILO, UNIFEM UNCDF, OHCHR, UNODC, among others; it will engage with regional and national centers of excellence , and regional bodies and networks such as APDCM, Action Aid and Forum Asia. In this regard, given the focus on promoting the role of civil society, the programme will strive to engage in strategic partnerships with regionally based civil society organizations in the relevant programming focus areas. To ensure coherence and maximize benefits, strategies for collaboration with key Practice Areas will be emphasized, including the Practice Areas of poverty reduction (incorporating gender equality), energy and environment, and conflict prevention and recovery.

UNDP core resources through ARGP II will be used to leverage sustainable partnerships, to seed innovative initiatives, and to mobilize additional resources and capacity to ensure long-term impact of interventions. Building on the current productive relationships with a number of donors such as DFID, SIDA, CIDA, and ADB, ARGP II will proactively explore opportunities to further engage these and other bilateral donors. Donors that share UNDP’s goals and mandate to help country partners strengthen democratic governance include, Irish Aid, US AID, AusAID, NZAID, EC, and others, and the programme will seek partnerships in areas of common interests. In addition to the ADB, engagement with the World Bank on mutual areas of governance interest will be actively pursued. Traditional donors committed to deepening democratic governance for achievement of the MDGs will continue to be engaged in delivering and implementing ARGP II, but efforts likewise will be made to establish mutually beneficial partnerships with emerging and interested donors such as India, Republic of Korea, Thailand and Malaysia. 
Joint strategies will be developed with United Nations Agencies on common focus areas such as corruption, human rights and gender equality. United Nations trust fund mechanisms also will be sought as a vehicle for mobilizing resources based on past successes, including the United Nations Democracy Fund and the e-Asia Fund and Knowledge Partnership. The governance priorities of international foundations and philanthropic institutions such as Ford, Rockefeller and Soros, and those in the region such as Tata, will be researched and efforts made to engage in dialogue.    
Finally, the regional programme will seek synergies and partnerhsips with ongoing Global Programmes of UNDP in the area of governance such as the Global Parliamentary Strengthening Programme, the Global Human Rights Strengthening Programme (HURIST) and the Global Programme against Corruption.

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VI.   Management Arrangements

DEX

The project will be implemented over a period of 45 months, commencing in January 2008 and ending in December 2011. The project will be directly executed by the UNDP Regional Centre in Bangkok (RCB).  This is line with The Regional Programme document for 2008-2011, approved by the Executive Board at its September 2007 session, which states that "under the guidance of the Regional Bureau for Asia and the Pacific and the Bureau for Development Policy, the two Regional Centres in Bangkok and Colombo and the Pacific Centre in Suva will manage all regional/ subregional projects".
The Regional Centre in Bangkok (RCB) was established in 2004 with the purpose of managing regional projects and programmes.  During these three years of experience, the RCB has proven its capacity to provide all necessary project management and implementation support to regional projects, including Tsunami recovery projects and all RCF II projects in the area of democratic governance, environment and sustainable development, and crisis prevention and recovery.  
 

The RCB will be responsible for the technical and financial management of the project, and for all fiduciary arrangements. The RCB will partner with implementing agencies to achieve the results defined in the project’s Results and Resources Framework (RRF). 
 

The RCB will establish a Project Steering Committee, chaired by the RBAP Deputy Regional Bureau Director. Chief of RBAP Regional Support Unit or his/her nominee will participate in PSC meetings.  The RCB Head of Policy and Programmes will be the alternate of Chair of the PSC. The project’s day-to-day operations will be managed/coordinated by the Project Coordinator.  The Project Coordinator will be supported by Project Support Assistant(s), who will be recruited to assist in coordinating the routine activities of the project and will report on a regular basis to the Project Coordinator. 
Project Steering Committee 

A Project Steering Committee (PSC) will be established (see diagram below) to provide guidance to the project and the Project Coordinator. Periodic project reviews by the PSC will be done in accordance with key reporting requirements of UNDP, i.e., annual reviews, a mid-term evaluation and a final evaluation. 

The annual review reports will include detailed information on the status of project implementation and the achievement of project outputs and outcomes as outlined in the project’s RRF.   The detailed expenditure report will indicate expenses by category as outlined in the project budget (original or latest approved revision).

The Steering Committee will be consulted if and when the Project Coordinator’s tolerances (in terms of time and budget) have been exceeded. These tolerances will be monitored by the Project Assurance Officer.
