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PREFACE
As the first year of Phase II of UNDP-ACT comes to a close, so does the first year of direct talks between the Leaders regarding possible reunification of the island. This report therefore provides an opportunity to review progress and outline ACT’s strategies to the changing political situation. 
The period 2008-2009 has been a significant year for ACT. The transition of ACT to a second phase (2008-2011), has created new opportunities for the programme to position itself as a key player in supporting reconciliation between the island’s two main communities. 
Significantly the ACT programme has taken the opportunity to re-orient its focus to better align its peacebuilding support to new realities. This started with the creation of a new vision for the second phase of ACT, involving main Cypriot partners, UNDP, USAID and other inputs from the wider UN family. 
The vision laid out in 2008 emphasized civil society as agents of change, whereby the strategy for Phase II would be independent of larger political dynamics, though at the same time ready to take advantage of any political breakthrough that may occur.   With one third of Phase II already implemented, this Annual Report combines four objectives: 
I) To provide an overview of the political and media situation over the last quarter; 

II) To provide an overview of milestones and activities undertaken during the year; 
III) To report on annual targets for the last 12 months;  
IV) To demonstrate progress and developments during the last quarter of the 2008-2009 programme cycle;
SECTION I - Situation Update 
Political context in Q3 – July – September 2009

General Context

This Quarter marked the first anniversary of the resumption of direct talks between the Leaders, since the full-fledged negotiations began on 3 September 2008.  At the time of writing, the two Leaders had moved from discussions on the Executive to discussions on the Property chapter. 
Against this background, some of the Technical Committees continued to discuss the implementation of the confidence-building measures approved by the Leaders in 2009. The number of agreed measures has since risen to 23. Out of those measures, six have been implemented or are in the process of being implementation (opening of Limnitis crossing, ambulance crossings, creation of a cultural heritage advisory board, creation of health and veterinary advisory boards, implementation of an island-wide water awareness campaign, exchange of information on criminal matters). Four Technical Committees (Environment, Crime, Health and Cultural Heritage) have continued to meet.  
The leaders continued to meet regularly and the message that the process is Cypriot-led has clearly resulted in them taking ownership of the process. Although the gaps have narrowed on a number of important issues, much work needs to be done to achieve full convergence. It is also clear that both sides still have to do a lot to explain to their communities the benefits of a solution so they can make informed decisions about the peace agreement. 
As for the media environment, coverage of the peace talks is rather cynical, with little sense that a settlement will be reached in the near future. Unfortunately, the leaders continue to publically highlight their frustrations with the approach taken by the other side during the negotiations. This is often purposefully done so that they are not seen as making compromises which might result in negative criticism coming from parties in their own community. Furthermore, there have been direct attacks on the Special Advisor to the Secretary General (SASG) in Cyprus, Mr. Alexander Downer, in the Greek Cypriot press, following leaking of a large amount of documents from the Good Offices. Many mainstream media in the TCC are also reflecting the more skeptical approach (towards the negotiation process) of the new authorities. 

However, coverage of UNDP-ACT activities and events, with a few minor exceptions, remains overwhelmingly positive in both communities. As an example, in Q3 2009, in the press island-wide, only 5% of coverage was negative. This is a net improvement when contrasted with press coverage from 2006 to 2008, which contained three times more negative coverage.

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Political climate in the GCC Q3 2009

The conclusion of the first round of direct talks has given rise to different readings of the results achieved, but the overall feeling among Greek Cypriots was that very little progress was made on the major negotiation points of guarantees, property and power sharing. With the exception of the two main parties AKEL and DISY, all the other parties expressed disappointment at the “poor results”. 
The decision of the two leaders to reopen Limnitis was seen initially as proof that tangible progress can be achieved at the talks. However, even this event was negatively perceive after Turkish Cypriots were allowed to visit Kokkina, without any checks by GC Police, but when Greek Cypriots tried to cross on September 2 there were long delays. The fact that TC authorities checked the identities of those that wanted to cross, resulted in people turning back and refusing to cross in the end. This created a big frustration in the GC side and gave ammunition to the rejectionist front and the majority of the mass media to undermine the talks. Christofias subsequently cancelled the first meeting of the second round of talks. Earlier, the government had decided to launch a campaign to explain the basic concepts of federation to the general public. This campaign, however, was not launched due to the bad climate created from the Limnitis incident. 
The majority of the media cultivated a climate of pessimism about the chances of the talks succeeding. The attacks against the SASG included statements by certain politicians that that he should be replaced. The pessimism was exacerbated further due to the publication of press reports about the execution of GC prisoners during 1974. 

Political climate in the TCC Q3 2009

In the third quarter of 2009, the Turkish Cypriot media was primarily focused on the newly elected “government” and the new actions and policies being implemented. The third quarter also coincided with the 100th day of the newly elected “government” and it is by this time many Unions were starting to protest against the authorities. Among the reasons for demonstrations, were decisions against salary increments, lack of teachers in schools as well as the possible introduction of Quran courses. 
In September there was a lot of media attention on Talat’s visit to New York and his meeting with the Secretary General. During his visit he emphasised that the international community should be more engaged in the negotiation process. The cancellation of the second round of the negations resulted in heavy criticism in the TC press against the Greek Cypriot Leadership and the tactics they were using. However, the fact that the negotiations started again the following week showed the commitment by the two leaders in spite of the ongoing criticism directed at them. 
Preliminary results from Trust Surveys (Focus Groups)
During the reporting period, the initial results from the focus groups which ACT undertakes to track the level of trust between the two communities were received. The final data and results from the quantitative results will be presented in the next quarterly report. Some of the initial findings from the qualitative data received from the focus groups are captured below: 


Vision and Future

· At present, the focus of the Turkish Cypriot community is on many pressing internal problems, the erosion of Turkish Cypriot demographic identity, the displacement of Turkish Cypriot businesses by Turkish capital, and the increased nationalistic and religious pressure from Turkey. These conditions make it hard for Turkish Cypriots to have a clear vision for the future, but it increases their desire for self-rule in an internationally recognised state.
· Greek Cypriots appear to have a more focussed vision for the future of Cyprus, with central themes to what they desire being ‘peace’ and ‘financial prosperity’. Financial prosperity’ has more to do with personal needs rather than the two communities at large. The vision of ‘peace’ is linked to a solution of the Cyprus Problem that sees Turkey’s influence on the island diminish. 

· The majority in both communities considers a form of bi-zonal, bi-communal federation as the only ideal and realistic solution. At the same time, the two communities generally agree that they can live in peace. Turkish Cypriots, however, are more likely to point to bi-zonality as a necessary condition for peaceful coexistence. 

Contact

· Among everyday individuals of the Greek Cypriot community there appears to be an association between the level of contact and the age as well as the political ideologies. Among younger Greek Cypriots contact is more prominent among left wing individuals. The same pattern is observed among middle age individuals, but in this case the opportunities for incidental contact of right wing individuals with Turkish Cypriots increase. Among older individuals, differences in the level of contact given political ideology diminish.
· Most Turkish Cypriots have had personal contacts with Greek Cypriots, even though the conditions and the depth of contact vary significantly. Many contacts were explained as being incidental and superficial. Turkish Cypriots who have had more in depth contact with Greek Cypriots continue to frustrated with the perceived lack of commitment they feel are coming from Greek Cypriots to promote change. 
· In the Greek Cypriot community, contact with members of the other community has had a permanent effect on the dissolution of myths as to how the people of the two communities differ on a personal level. For Greek Cypriots contact has been effective in dissolving myths that saw the other community as being ‘backwards’, ‘fanatic’ and ‘savage’ and in promoting the idea that ‘Turkish Cypriots are people just like us’.
· Greek Cypriots were displeased to see Turkish Cypriots gain the rights of citizens of the Republic of Cyprus, EU citizenship and access to public services paid for by Greek Cypriot citizens of the Republic, while they were still residing in Greek Cypriot properties in the north that they did not want to give up. 
· Turkish Cypriots associated contact with a solution to the Cyprus Problem, EU membership and a solution of many problems on a social level. When contact failed to bring a solution (it was the Greek Cypriots who said ‘No’) and expectations for a better future were not met, relations between the two communities deteriorated. In parallel, Turkish Cypriots found the Greek Cypriots to be conservative, arrogant, and to show no true indication for trade relationships between the two communities (an important issue as the Turkish Cypriot community expected contact to bring much expected economic development). The influence of a nationalistic Church of Cyprus on the Greek Cypriot community also undermined possible positive effects of contact between the two communities. 

Perceived Level of Trust

· The general consensus in both communities is that the level of trust between the Turkish Cypriots and Greek Cypriots continues to be low. A series of factors are presented as being responsible for current low trust levels:

· The ‘NO’ at the Anan Plan referendum has hurt relations between the two communities, and has decreased the level of trust on behalf of Turkish Cypriots towards Greek Cypriots.

· Greek Cypriots believe the Turkish Cypriot community’s policy is dictated by Turkey

· Turkish Cypriots believe the Greek Cypriot community’s policy is influenced by the Church of Cyprus

· The educational systems of both communities have fostered mistrust between the two communities.

· Improvement of the standard of living of the Turkish Cypriot community following the opening of the crossing points, and access  to public services in the areas under the control of the Government without the Turkish Cypriots reciprocating with pressure on their leadership for a compromising solution, has not been received well by Greek Cypriots

· The refusal of Greek Cypriots to trade with and buy goods from the Turkish Cypriot community is seen as being a conscious effort to keep the Turkish Cypriot community in economic isolation and hinder its economic development, and has not been received well by Turkish Cypriots.

· Greek Cypriots still see Turkish Cypriots as being inferior. Feelings of superiority that prevailed before 1974 are still in existence today. This is an observation made by members of both communities.

· The lack of personal contacts among younger members of the two communities that would help foster personal relationships and a better understanding between people of the two communities.

· The fact that many people still hold onto memories of atrocities and have not forgiven the other community for their loss.
· Extremist elements still exist in both communities and their presence (as well as the threat they pose to peace) is feared by members of the other community

· Separation of the two communities for almost three decades has caused a drift between them and new generations without the experience of living in peace are now growing up

· Among the Greek Cypriot community there is wide acknowledgement that the major event to have brought about an increase in trust within the near past is the opening of the crossing points. Besides new contacts on a personal level, the opening has given the chance to common platforms to emerge between the two communities and the fact that no major incidents have occurred serves as proof that the two communities can live together in peace. Contrary to Greek Cypriots who believe that nothing major has happened since the opening of the crossings, Turkish Cypriots recall incidents of vandalism of cars with Turkish Cypriot licence plates. Such incidents undermine the confidence that the two communities can live together in peace and hinder further communication and interaction. The two communities have a similar perception as to how the level of trust between the two communities has changed over time. 

· It increased significantly following the opening of the crossings as increased contact and heightened expectations for a solution brought the two communities closer together.

· Trust drops dramatically following the rejection of the Anan plan by the Greek Cypriot community, a decision that many Turkish Cypriots interpreted as unwillingness to live with the Turkish Cypriot community. A trend of diminishing trust ensues for the following 4 years. The stalemate in the discussions and the presence of President Papadopoulos, in the leadership of the RoC, affected negatively the levels of trust. At the same time, Turkish Cypriots expectations for sanctions on the Greek Cypriot community for its ‘No’ to the Anan Plan and a strengthening of trade relationships between the two communities do not materialise. On the contrary, Turkish Cypriots are becoming increasingly convinced that Greek Cypriots do not want reconciliation and look down on them. Among the Greek Cypriot community this is a period where the initial feelings of ‘they are just like us’ are becoming increasingly overshadowed by feelings of ‘we pay for everything, they get citizenship and rights, and then they go back to the occupied areas and live in our houses that they do not want to give back’.

· In the Greek Cypriot community, the level of awareness of bi-communal groups or projects is higher among civil society members, policy makers, academics, and females involved in bi-communal activities. Even among the general public in the Greek Cypriot community, however, there is awareness of bi-communal initiatives. Awareness may not be universal (i.e. not all participants may be familiar with bi-communal activities) but in all sessions there are mentions of bi-communal activities. Among the general public, awareness revolves around initiatives and groups of a social and cultural type. 

· In general, bi-communal efforts are positively seen as an attempt to build ties between the two communities and establish contact among their members as a means of fostering understanding and acceptance of each other, as well as eliminating negative stereotypes and perceptions.
· Overwhelmingly, members of both communities consider that continuing contact between the two communities is essential. In the Greek Cypriot community, this opinion is based on the understanding that in the event that a solution is reached, pre-existing contacts, relations and interactions with members of the other community will facilitate peaceful coexistence. In the Turkish Cypriot community, this opinion is based on the acknowledgement that no contact would only lead to further misconceptions and hinder a peaceful solution. 

Annual Review Report

Another milestone this year for ACT was the annual review that took place in July between USAID and UNDP. It provided an opportunity review annual progress of the first phase of ACT II (October 2008-June 2009) and strategize for the upcoming two years (July 2009-September 2011). 
The objectives of the Annual Review were to:

· Review UNDP-ACT II Projects: Overview, Challenges & Opportunities and Financial Update

· Review the Operations and Financial aspect of UNDP-ACT II

· Review of UNDP-ACT Mid-Term Programme Outcome Evaluation Report

· Discuss Recommendations and Suggested Actions for the upcoming two years of UNDP-ACT II

The Annual Review was concluded with the following recommendations:

· In light of the extended experience for more than a decade with peacebuilding efforts through BDP and ACT, it should be explored how to increase knowledge sharing and development of lessons learned from past projects. It was also highlighted that the Peace and Development Advisor should be able to assist with this process.

· Communications strategy should be discussed and development in collaboration with the partners, to prepare for negative media coverage around peace efforts

· Approval mechanisms (should become more inclusiveContingency planning should be explored based on developments around the peace process

· ACT should continue its coordination and collaboration with organizations and groups funded by USAID and EU/EC funding sources. 

· Changes in the political context and landscape should be continuously monitored and how it might influence the development of projects (including cultural heritage).

NGO audit 2009

This year saw those NGO’s which received grants above $150 000 (NGO Project Cooperation Agreements) being externally audited for the period 2007-2008, which also provided a useful overview of best practices for managing civil society projects. All the local CSO partners justified their selection based on the Capacity Assessments, and received a clearance rating from Ernst & Young. However, there were some valuable suggestions which will be tracked and implemented under the existing projects. These trends and recommendations can be summarized as follows:

Finance and Accounting

Good practice should lead CSOs to have separate bank accounts for their project(s) funded by UNDP-ACT, and to keep up-to-date book-keeping systems covering all expenditure relating to these projects, which can be used as the basis for producing the final financial reports. 

In addition, CSOs are not encouraged to issue cash payments. If such payments are unavoidable, they should establish a system for tracking such payments (i.e. an audit trail). In particular, for every cheque issued, an analysis should be made to detail expenditures covered by that cheque, or if payments are made through petty cash – a petty cash book with description of expenditures and an invoice or receipt should be maintained for each payment or groups of payments. 

Human Resources

Working times to be charged should be properly recorded throughout the duration of the project by reliable means (e.g. time sheets or attendance records). A designated person should be responsible for certifying the accuracy and completeness of records. These records should be submitted as part of the final reports. Hiring processes for staff and consultants should be properly documented and should follow the standard process, including announcement for the position, evaluation of applicants, interviews and final selection. 

Procurement 

Existing procurement guidelines specified in the UNDP-ACT contracts should be followed. 
Follow-up

In addition to informing all its partners of the above, UNDP-ACT has planned a training/workshop with the support of the audit company, to which all NGO partners will be invited and where the auditors will share with them good practices in the areas outlined above, including examples for procurement and HR processes, as well as simple tools for maintaining accounting records for those who will be interested. This workshop is planned for the 6th November.
