The objective of the forums was to disseminate National Human Development Report 2009 and the 2009 MDGs Status report in ten different locations within the country.

· The dissemination mission took place in Machakos and Mombasa. The presentations made in the ten locations in the country had the same format that was agreed on between Ministry of State for Planning, National Development and Vision 20303 and the UNDP. 
· The first presentation on evolution of human development reports, their purpose, the link between Global and National Human Development reports was prepared by UNDP (SPAU). 
· Of the five teams that covered the country, UNDP was represented in two of them. UNDP representatives made the presentation on the evolution of the HDRs and their role.

· The Machakos forum was attended by about 150 participants and almost a similar number for the Mombasa forum held at Bandari College.  

	Recommendations/Actions to be Taken and by Whom:

Dissemination of the MDGs report provides evidence of what works and tools that can help the Kenya achieve the MDGs by 2015. 
The NHDR on youth generated a lot of interests from the mainly youthful participants especially in relation to the human development index, gender development index, poverty index and multidimensional poverty index and how they relate to actual human development.

Participants requested that in future, they should be included in the reports that are produced nationally to help them align local with national activities.
Participants requested to have more copies of both NHDRs and MDGs Status report to share with all the district heads as the documents provides an important source of information. 
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
