1.1 Opening Remarks

The Chairperson of the Technical Committee called the meeting to order at 14.20 hrs and the opening prayer was offered by Mr M. Mwanyongo. Thereafter, participants made self introductions.
1.2 Adoption of agenda 

The Chair presented the agenda of the meeting as follows: Opening Remarks, Adoption of the Agenda, Adoption of previous minutes, Climate Proofing Local Development, GIS Procurement Updates, Feedback from GoM-DP meeting, LTS Mission Briefing, Climate change and Gender TORs, Report from SBSTA, Way Forward and Any Other Relevant Business. Members adopted the agenda after the following amendments: SBs instead of SBSTA; MoEA&CC should read MoECCM; LTS mission briefing to be presented by World Bank and not EU; Jan to inform the meeting on Climate Proofing Local Development since the presenter could not make it; Adoption of previous minutes should include matters arising.
2.0 Confirmation of Previous Minutes and Matters arising
The following corrections were made in the previous minutes:
· Jan’s email address should read jan.rijpma@undp.org;
· The name Kamudonyo should be spelt as Kamdonyo and;
· Boon should be spelt Bonn
On matters arising, the following updates were made:

2.1 Presentation on UNDP Climate Change LDCF PIF: UNDP informed the meeting that the Project Identification Form was finalised and submitted but it had not yet received feedback from the GEF focal point.
2.2 Update on the National Climate Change Investment Plan: The members agreed that due to the split in the ministries, Ministry of Environment and Climate Change should lead the formulation of the Investment Plan as opposed to Ministry of energy and mines as which was Ministry of natural resources energy and mines then. The PS of the Ministry should appoint a focal point for the activity while maintaining the task force working on the document. The chair of the TC was asked to manage the process to informing the PS of Ministry of Environment and Climate change management of the decision.
3.0 Climate Proofing Local Development  
UNDP notified the meeting that the Climate Proofing Local Development Project is based on the NAPA and it is GEF funded under the LDC Fund. It will be implemented in Mangochi and Machinga districts because no other programmes are being implemented in these districts. The project touches on water availability in the face of Climate Change, post harvest crop management and mainstreaming Climate Change in the planning systems. It is expected to start date early or mid-next year. Following the approval of the PIF, a full proposal will be developed in consultation with all IPs for submission to GEF.
4.0 GIS Procurement Updates
The meeting was informed that the equipment’s procurement process has started but training of staff to master GIS skills was in progress. The procurement is being done in two phases and may be finalised by the end of the month of July. 
4.1 Feedback from GoM-DP Meeting
The GoM-DP meeting agreed, among others, the following:
The framework should be a single document which should act as an umbrella of the Climate Change documents that are currently being developed. 

The Climate Change Investment Plan should be finalised before the coming COP 18. 
The PSD should be presented to the Sector Working Group on Environment, Lands and Natural Resources.

After the update, the members agreed that DCCMS should follow up with the Secretariat for the SWG on when their next meeting will be held to ensure that the PSD is presented then. The members also expressed the need for the timely evaluation of CCP/AAP projects so that it feeds into the next programme.
5.0 World Bank
WB presented on their study of economic assessment of land use options, the following issues arose from the presentation: 
· Members noted the need to highlight the critical assumptions of the study when making presentations.
· The interim report should be circulated to all TC members though the PMU.
6.0 REPORT FROM SBs MEETING
After the presentation, the members agreed that DCCMS should lead in developing a concept on NAP and liaise with EAD on the composition of the task team. 
7.0 Way forward
· PMU to re-circulate the post COP Work plan.
· PMU to circulate the TC retreat report.
· PMU to circulate World Bank interim report to TC members.

· MoEPD to crosscheck membership of Government – Development Partners working group as DoDMA was noted missing.
· The Chairperson of the TC to meet the PS for Ministry of Environment and Climate Change Management on the need to appoint a focal point for the Climate Change Investment Plan.
· DCCMS to lead in developing a concept on NAP and liaise with EAD on the composition of the task team.
· EAD to strategise preparations for the COP18.  

· MoEPD to liaise with DCCMS on PSD presentation to the SWG on Environment, Lands and Natural Resources. 

8.0 Any Other Business
The meeting was notified that this was the last TC meeting Babiker Elimam was attending as his mission to Malawi came to an end. 

The members were also informed that Mutie Kachulu was leaving the PMU for FAO. However, he could still be attending the TC Meetings in his FAO capacity.

The Chairperson thanked the members for their contribution in the TC meetings and wished them all the best in their undertakings.
