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The business development expert has delivered the training materials for improving the fundraising activities during workshops with Romanian natural and national parks. After a long process lead by the implementing partner of the Project, the Romanian Government has approved by government resolutions 4 management plans for Natural and National Parks. In November took place the second CNPA learning community workshop, the eLearning modules received feedback which was incorporated afterwards in the platform and the sustainable financing mechanisms for Protected Areas form 6 Carpathian Countries were presented as potential tool for the participants. Specific sustainable income generating mechanisms from 2 Pilot Parks were presented as part of the BP. Moreover, the financial analysis tool, important part of Sustainable Financing Strategy was appreciated as potential benchmark for PA in the other Carpathian countries. The second entry fee for the second Pilot Park was announced officially for the beginning of 2014. The awareness campaign was delivered and the targets were reached. The campaign had two components: 1) the containing online campaign containing the official launching event, a website with the message “put a value on nature”, online banners, online, radio and written media materials regarding the Project activities; 2) almost 200 personalized direct message for politicians and main private sector representatives containing an ecosystem elements origami box and personalized letter.
