The meeting was held on 26th September 2011 12:00 hours at UNDP office in Riyadh.

Presentation of Project

Sarah Al Shoura started the meeting by displaying a PowerPoint presentation on Sustainable Road and Transport
Management. The presentation gave a brief project overview and situational analysis. It also explained NTS and
the projects strategy and objectives. The monitoring and evaluation process was also defined and the
consultants’ roles were identified. The outputs of the project were also highlighted: NTS Reporting and Review
and Capacity Building for Road and Transport Safety.

Record of Discussion:

• The committee took note of the email communicated by Mr Genene Zewge, Office of the Director Division
of Sustainable Development — DESA on 24 September, confirming that DESA will continue its collaboration
with UNDP and the Government of Saudi Arabia for the new project 2012 to 2016.

• Following the presentation, Mr. Lentsch gave background information on the project. He explained how the
National Transportation Strategy has been developed by MOT and informed the committee on the structure
of NTS with its vision, the strategic goals, issue of the transport sector, and the emanating key policies and
the NTS action programme.

• Mr. Lentsch highlighted the in-depth policy dialogue among 37 government agencies of the sector which
was undertaken by MOT with the help of experts. During this process two major workshops in 2007 and
2008 have been held. Then the draft strategy entered the legislative process and was considered by the
respective committees of the Council of Ministers and the Shoura Council. Mr Lentsch informed the
committee that this process has been finalized recently and that MOT is now expecting direction from the
Council of Ministers concerning the implementation of NTS,

• Mr Lentsch further explained that for implementing NTS progress shall be reported every two years and the
strategy shall be reviewed and updated every five years, and MOT will be responsible for the reporting and
review exercise. In this regard the Sustainable Road and Transport Management Project (2012 — 2016) shall
render support to MOT in assisting in the reporting and review activities for NTS.

• Dr. Kishan suggested that the project document may also include a short description of NTS for better
understanding what the strategy is about.

• Mr. Lentsch stated that the MOT decided that the second output concerning road safety shall include ITS
design studies for the highway from Makkah to Madinah, the highway from Jeddah to Makkah and for a
Highway Traffic Management System for the urban highways of the city areas of Dammam / Al Khobar.

• Dr. Kishan raised some questions about the allocation of the project budget to outputs; Mr. Lentsch
explained about the project inputs which consist of assignment of two international experts, consulting
service input for ITS design studies, and local / administrative staff. Mr Lentsch recommended that UNDP
may revisit the budget estimates. Mr Lentsch reminded that the estimate of MOT for the ITS design studies
was US$ 2,500,000.00.

• Mr. Lentsch also provided some details on the technology and systems which are considered for ITS on MOT
highways.

• The Committee appreciated the comments of DESA regarding the project document
