Extended meeting / training in new concepts and measurements of human development
FINAL, 20 September 2011
Scope of the meeting:
1. Anniversary Human Development Report 2010 “The Real Wealth of Nations: Pathways to Human Development” is a very important milestone in the history of human development thinking. First, the report refined and reconfirmed the definition of “human development”. Second, the report significantly revised the set of human development indicators. Formula for Human Development Index (HDI) was reworked significantly; Inequality Adjusted HDI (IHDI) was introduced to catch intra-country inequalities, blurred in national averaged HDI; a set of gender-related indexes was replaced by new Gender Inequality Index (GII); and new Multidimensional Poverty Index (MPI) was introduced to catch deprivations in a number of non-income dimensions.
2. Now these changes in methodology and indexes shall be translated from global level to national one and incorporated in national human development report. The scope of the meeting is to provide training in new approaches and methodologies to UNDP Human Development Focal Points and national partners from research organizations and discuss how these changes at global level shall be reflected and accommodated in forthcoming national reports. 
3. The approaching of 2015, deadline year for MDG is razing question of MDG acceleration. The MDG Acceleration Framework (MAF) provides a systematic way for countries to develop their own action plan to pursue MDG priorities. Ten countries began to pilot this approach earlier this year with the support of UNDP and the broader UN system.  The pilot countries —from different regions— each chose particular off-track targets as their main focus area and identified the constraints to faster progress, practical solutions to address them, and partners to implement those solutions. The second scope of the meeting is to present MAF and discuss its possible application in RBEC countries.
4. The training will be delivered by joint team from UNDP HDRO (New York), UNDP BDP, UNDP Bratislava Regional Centre.
