SLOVAK-UNDP TRUST FUND: ACTIVITY REPORT 2010
In 2010, there were number of activities implemented in the framework of Slovak-UNDP Trust Fund totaling 341,250.94 USD. One Slovak expert was sent to UNDP Tajikistan for 7 months to participate on the Communities Programme. Within this project, UNDP Tajikistan received complete guidelines for implementation of any kind of work and projects in the field of Civil Engineering. The main output was the 200 pages book in English with description and recommendations of the procedures mentioned above divided into 3 packages: design works, supervision and inspection and contruction. There was also training course organized for local suppliers from three regions and number of meetings realized. Visit of two people from UNDP Tajikistan was organized outside of the ToR (the activity was paid by UNDP Tajikistan) to Slovakia and Czech Republic in order to present similar projects and procedures in EU countries. Another tailor-maide study tour is under preparation (will be again paid by UNDP Tajikistan). 
By end of 2010, there were 8 study tours organized for professionals from selected developing countries. In total, 88 people participated on study tours to Slovakia. They were not only trained but also received guidelines and specialized publications related to study tour topic. 

One volunteer has been sent to UNDP Kenya in order to participate on one year contract within UN Volunteer programme. In the framework of cooperation with Slovak NGDOs Platform, 9 young people have been sent to developing countries as volunteers. There is increasing interest of young generation to participate on development projects as volunteers. 

In order to increase public awareness in development issuens and Slovak ODA, essay contest was organized among secondary school students. In total, 11 essays were awarded out of 80. Another project, “Everybody Matters” is under implementation and it is focused on presentation of Slovak ODA, MDGs among adults as well as children in Slovakia via press conferences, articles, exhibitions, etc. 

At the end of October 2010, we succeeded to bring to Slovakia two renowned experts from the World Bank who conducted Slovak Development and Evaluation Training. There were 42 participants from 10 countries trained. The training course was held in Mosovce. 
Besides of activities mentioned above, ACU staff provided number of consultations, monitoring and detailed control of progress reports and financial reports, and participated on evaluation meetings and tenders. Within the period February – June 2010, Slovak-UNDP Trust Fund provided an opportunity for young university graduates to participate on the activities implemented within Slovak-UNDP Trust Fund as interns. Beata Zpevakova, graduate of the University of Economics in Bratislava was hired as temporary administrative assistant and was responsible for the tasks related to the activity Improvement of knowledge and skills of public officials involved in Slovak ODA activities and public awareness raising which is focused on providing public officials and other stakeholders involved in Slovak ODA activities with quality education in the field of development assistance, enable them to participate on international events dedicated to development field, to promote Slovak ODA within society and to increase awareness of public on ODA issues. She performed tasks under the supervision of the project manager. Main activities of her assignment included: preparation of supporting documents and preparation of an announcement of the seminar, preparation of invitations and mailing to positional participants, securing seminar premises, presentation techniques and catering, securing interpretation, preparation of study materials (copying, binding, etc.), and other related administrative and logistical tasks.
