The crisis in Syria continues to cause massive destruction of social and basic infrastructure hindering basic services delivery.

Sewage, water, and electricity networks are out of services. Moreover, unemployment is on the rise as many businesses have

either closed or drastically cut the number of workers.

UNDP projects are developed on integrated area bases, comprehensive and synergies approach that have been proved being

efficient in capturing real needs of communities and the appropriate implementation modality that promotes inclusiveness,

social cohesion, ownership, and sustainability. This approach enables the detection of the different priorities and essential

needs of each targeted area and ensures engagement of local partners and social groups in planning, implementing, monitoring

and constructive feedback on their-own-community activities with a sense of unity.
