Annex to the Project Document

This Amendment to that Project Document #00080864 “Continuing Scale Up of the Response to HIV with
Particular Focus on Most At Risk Populations and Strengthening System and Capacity for Universal Access to
HIV Prevention, Diagnosis, Treatment and Care in Uzbekistan” funded by the Global Fund to Fight AIDS,
Tuberculosis and Malaria (hereinafter referred to as "the Project"), is made on August 15, 2016.

BETWEEN: UNDP
AND: Ministry of Health of Uzbekistan
WHEREAS, the Parties wish to amend the prior Project Document;
NOW, THEREFORE, the Parties hereto agree as follows:
l. STRATEGY

In 2016-2017, UNDP will procure pharmaceutical and health commodities for the Ministry of Health as
outlined in Annex A. The list of pharmaceutical and health commodities is devised by pursuant to their
specifications, quantification and delivery intervals aligned to incoming channels — government and others —
into the national public health system. Further, the list is of a dynamic nature responsive to the demands on
the national system and may be therefore subject to evolving needs.

The scope of work in terms of the procurement support services to the Ministry of Health includes the
provision of procurement services for a range of pharmaceuticals and health commodities according to the
Cost Sharing Agreement with MOH dated August 15, 2016.

I1. MANAGEMENT ARRANGEMENTS
Roles and Responsibilities
The distribution of roles and responsibilities between Ministry of Health and UNDP are as follows:

The Ministry of Health of the Republic of Uzbekistan will:

- Shall place at the disposal of UNDP the contribution of $ 9,529,070 million USD, out of which
7, 729,070 million in USD and equivalent of 1 800 000 USD in national currency in accordance with
the schedule of payments set out in respective Cost-sharing Agreements signed on August 15, 2016;

- Provide a list of products with specifications and quantifications / needs per year, in line with the
applicable nomenclature and quality standards, quantities, delivery parameters, budgets per ART
programme, at least 8 months prior to planed use (responsible organization — Republican AIDS
center);

Appoint a focal point from the Ministry to coordinate day-to-day implementation activities and to
respond to requests for clarifications within a period of 5 days after receipt of the request from
UNDP (responsible organization — Republican AIDS center);



Assist UNDP in obtaining permission for import of non-registered in Uzbekistan medicines subject to
available grounds and in line with the legislation and facilitates simplification of the procedure of
assessment of compliance of medical devices (responsible organization — Republican AIDS center);
Assist UNDP, according to the competence, with getting all necessary national import permissions
and approvals for importation of products to Uzbekistan (responsible organization — Republican AIDS
center);

Assist UNDP to facilitate the procedure on rendering of certification of the products (medicines,
health commodities) in NDRA (responsible organization — Republican AIDS Center);

Provide sufficient storage space and proper conditions of storage of medicines and goods;

Accept immediately by transfer to its ownership the medicines and health commodities, passed
through customs clearance in customs warehouse, for further transportation to central warehouse,
storing and distribution to final recipients.

The storage and distribution will be carried out by Republican AIDS Center, after customs clearance
and transfer to its ownership by signing of Act of Acceptance. RAC, after the medicines and medical
products have been transferred to its ownership, shall act as a consignee and owner.

Carry the overall responsibility for quality of medicines and other medical products from the
moment of transfer of propriety rights to the Ministry (responsible organization — Republican AIDS
center);

Call for regular coordination and progress reporting meetings (responsible organization —

Republican AIDS center).

UNDP will:

Procure and supply items according to the list of medicines and medical products, quantities and
quality requirements agreed with the Ministry in line with national and international regulations and
to the Tashkent central warehouse as per CIP INCOTERMS 2010, while securing the “cool chain”
policy for HPs that require special temperature regimen.

Place the orders for goods, freight and insurance;

Monitor progress of its orders, established contracts, vendor performance;

Provide regular updates to the Ministry on progress of procurement, inform on eventual queries
and/or action required by the Ministry in relation to the procurement of specific products or product
categories;

Provide information on any expected savings as soon as available and assist the Ministry with the
reprogramming of such balance;

Provide regular financial reports per Cost Sharing Agreement #1 to the Ministry including financial
statements and other relevant documents;

Maintain all procurement records and reports;

Process payments for concluded contracts as per UNDP regulations and rules and based on
certificates of completion of works or receipt reports duly signed by the recipients of goods and/or
services;

Support the review of regimen selection and treatment optimization opportunities, and engage the
normative guidance of UN partners where applicable.

UNDP will also supply the required documents (original copies) for each of the goods under the Cost Sharing
Agreement:



1. Certificate of Origin

2. Certificate of analysis of the pharmacopoeia standard or equivalent
3. Packing list

4. Invoice

5. Airway bill (for air shipments) or Bill of Lading (for sea shipments)

Key procurement steps

The below steps should be followed to complete the procurement and delivery process of the goods:

Ministry of Health will request Procurement Services in accordance with this Agreement by
submitting a complete list of requirements or a Request for the Procurement Services to UNDP.

Upon receipt of a Request for Procurement Services, UNDP will notify the MoH of whether the
Request for Procurement Services is accepted, is declined or is incomplete. UNDP reserves the right
to decline any Request for Procurement Services delivered pursuant to this Agreement.

In case of acceptance, UNDP will proceed with the relevant procurement process(es).

If needed, provide the customs storage, central warehouse rent, transportation of goods to regions,
by selection of Vendors according to UNDP Procurement Rules and Regulations and signing of
contracts. The costs related to these activities shall be considered a direct cost and shall be borne
separately.

UNDP will liaise with UNICEF and UNDP/Global Procurement Unit and leverage its corporately
established framework agreements for health commodities for the MOH’s list of requirements.

To expedite clearance, UNDP will be the consignee of the goods.

Purchase orders for medicines shall specify, based on technical specifications provided, that upon
dispatch by the supplier such medicines shall have a minimum shelf life of 80% or two years
whichever is the lowest.

UNDP shall provide support if needed to service providers for customs clearance of medicines and
health products. In case of detection of: (a) shortage of the goods; a subsequent report shall be
prepared, to be signed by authorized persons (representatives of UNDP) who carried out the
acceptance and transfer of the goods; (b) incomplete range of the goods and an inconsistency with
the trade name specified in the registration certificate of the medicine / medical product or in the
permit for exemption from registration; with the dosage, presentation form or packaging of the
goods as specified in this document or in the shipping documents for the goods; a report shall be
prepared and signed by the authorized persons who carried out the acceptance and transfer of the
goods, which shall be grounds for the return of the entire consignment or part thereof to the
supplier, or for passing a decision on further claim with the supplier. The Parties acknowledge and
agree, however, that UNDP shall not reimburse MOH any amount related to above referenced
goods. UNDP does not assume liability with regard to any claims arising out of or relating to or
connected with the Project, including but not limited to those arising out of or relating to any defect
in the quality or quantity of goods, the delivery of the goods, the use of the goods, the provision of
services, or otherwise. UNDP will under no circumstances be liable for any incidental, indirect or
consequential damages or for lost revenues or profits arising as a result of UNDP’ procuring the
supplies, or performance of its obligations or exercise of its rights under the Project. UNDP accepts
no liability for any third party claims arising out of or related to the Project, including but not limited
to those arising out of or relating to any defect in the quality or quantity of goods, the delivery of the
supplies, the use of the supplies, the provision of



services, if any, or otherwise. UNDP shall only reimburse recovered and/non committed
amounts.

e The fulfillment of obligations under the Project shall be confirmed by the signing of the Act of
Delivery (Transfer) of the Goods.
