1. Presentation of General Information and planned outputs of the proposed Project
After the openings speeches made by Ms. Postill and Mr. Tursunov, UNDP Programme Coordinator Hurshid
Rustamov briefly presented general information and planned outputs of the proposed project.

2. Discussion of Project document and suggestions
During the discussion session a number of comments and suggestions related to the proposed project
document were raised, which in particular included the following:

The representative of the Ministry of Economy noted that the Project’s planned outputs will help
establish a platform for improving the budget preparation process, which will contribute to raising the efficiency of
public expenditures and to the development of mid-term macro- and sectoral forecasting, increasing the
effectiveness of public development programs, better use of budget mechanism as a tool of macroeconomic policy
making.

Improvement of legislation on public procurement was also said to accelerate the development of
both the small and large business, as well as create employment.

To the question raised by the representatives of the World Bank on the achievements of the “Public
finance reform in Uzbekistan” project and whether there is a link between the two projects, it was stressed
by the representatives of UNDP that the proposed project is the logical continuation of UNDP’s previous
“Public finance reform in Uzbekistan” project. The meeting participants were specifically informed that the
previous project supported the development of the Concept of introduction of PBB and methodological basis for
program budgeting, as well as the development of pilot budget programs based on the proposed methodology;
testing of which is intended to serve as the initial phase of reforms in this direction. The Project also provided
support to the improvement of the legal framework of the budget system. Particularly, draft Law on introduction of
changes and amendments to the Law on Budget System of Uzbekistan was developed, reflecting all the norms
currently being applied in practice and the elements of medium-term planning and programme based budgeting (new
template forms for budget applications). The project also focused on strengthening the Institutional capacity of the
Training Center under the Ministry of Finance of Uzbekistan. Specific activities included the elaboration of medium
term development strategy of the Training center, organization of trainings focused on enhancing pedagogical skills



of teachers, as well as the development of training modules on 6 budgetary disciplines. These results achieved under
the previous project provide a good platform for further promotion of public finance management reform, and
particularly serve as the starting point for the proposed “Budget system reform in Uzbekistan" project.

The Ambassador of Switzerland in Uzbekistan raised the question about the status of the project
document and whom it will be signed. On this, UNDP representatives informed the participants that the presented
project document is an advanced draft document, which has been preliminarily agreed with the Ministry of Finance
and is expected to be signed by the Deputy Minister of Finance.

The World Bank representatives asked whether the diagnostics of existing problems in the Budget
system was conducted prior to the development of the proposed project document. On this question, the
representatives of UNDP and IMF unanimously noted that the diagnostics of existing problems in the Budget system
preceded to the Public Finance Management Reform Strategy for 2007-2018, developed and adopted by the Ministry
of Finance with the assistance of ADB, IMF and a team of well-known international experts. The diagnostics
identified main problems of existing public finance system, indicated key areas for improvement and sequencing the
reform process.

It was noted that the proposed Project Document was developed to support the implementation of the
mentioned Strategy, and is the logical continuation of the “Public finance reform in Uzbekistan” project. Moreover, the
participants were informed that intensive consultations with the IMF representative, was conducted in process of
development of the project document and received positive feedback on the diagnostics of components 1 and 2.

Concern was expressed on adequacy of knowledge and skills of national consultants to be involved
in project implementation to ensure high quality outputs, which conform to international standards. UNDP
representatives mentioned that the mechanism of assuring high quality of outputs was used during the
implementation of the previous project. This was emphasized by the evaluation of the project, conducted by
independent international consultant. Particularly, the “Public Finance reform in Uzbekistan™ project attracted well-
known international consultants for the purpose of ensuring the quality of outputs developed by national consultants.
An example was given when an international expert in the field of PBB, Lynne McKenzie from New Zealand, a
country, which pioneered the introduction of PBB, was involved for developing the Concept of Introduction of PBB.
Moreover, it was noted that the Concept of the Law on introduction of changes and amendments to the Law on
Budget System of Uzbekistan was reviewed and approved by the IMF regional advisor.

The participants were also informed that the Code of Good Practices on Fiscal Transparency of the IMF was
used in the development of Public Finance Management reform Strategy 2007-2018 and the Government uses the
Code in the budget system reform. On the other hand, the representatives of the ministries of finance and economy
stressed that any successful international standard need to be adapted fo local circumstances.

A question was also raised on whether any benchmarking was conducted prior to the development
of the project document and if yes which country’s public finance system was selected as a model. The
participants were informed that the benchmarking with selected countries implementing budget reforms, introducing
PBB and MTBF, was conducted in the course of the previous project, specifically during the study tours, seminars,
missions of intemnational consultants, the experiences of public finance reform in Slovakia, France, New Zealand,
Malaysia, were thoroughly analyzed. At the same time it was noted that there is no ideal system, which should be
introduced in Uzbekistan and even successful international standards may need to be adapted to local
circumstances.

The need for further promotion of the draft legislative documents, developed within the project’s
support was stressed. In this regard the Deputy Minister of Finance stated the necessity and interest of the Ministry
of Finance in systematization and improvement of the budget legislation.

The World Bank representatives emphasized that based on their experience it is important to involve
other Government agencies, particularly the Ministry of Foreign Economic Relations, Investments and Trade,
to the drafting process of the Law “On public procurement”. The representatives of UNDP informed that the
issues of interaction and cooperation with other stakeholders will be elaborated at the stage of the development of
the Concept of Law “On public procurement”.

Concern was also expressed regarding the possibility of implementation the project’s all
components and achievement of its planned outputs. It was pointed out that all the components of the project
were preliminarily agreed with the Ministry of Finance and are mutually interrelated. Moreover, it was stated that an
adequate project team will be recruited. The outputs will be developed during the whole period of project
implementation and will be logically sequenced. An example was given that this year only the Guidelines for
compiling the Roster of expenditure authorities will be developed and the tax potential of all regions will be assessed.
This will serve as a base for further steps within the framework of improvement of budget preparation methodology
and legislation.



The representative of the Embassy of Switzerland in Tashkent also asked to clarify whether the
Concept of gender budgeting will be developed under the project. She was informed that according to the
international best practice the application of gender budgeting methodology was only tested at grass-roots level (e.g.
Mexico City, municipality). In this regard the project will develop the criteria for assessing the gender sensitivity of
local budgets, and conduct gender sensitivity assessment of a pilot region to analyze the perspectives of applying the
methodology of gender budgeting.

The representative of UNICEF asked to clarify which sectors were selected for piloting the elements
of programme budgeting and which sectors of budget sphere will be used for calculating budget expenditure
indexes. It was pointed out that sectors for developing and piloting program budgeting, which incorporates mid-term
strategies, will be selected in the course of detailed analysis and agreed with the Ministry of Finance. Regarding the
budget expenditure indexes, the participants of the meeting were informed that this question is subject to further
discussion during the course of project implementation.

The UNICEF representative also proposed to establish joint cooperation in the areas of health,
education, social welfare and asked to add it to the list of project partners and develop joint plan of activities. This
proposal was fully supported by the UNDP representatives.

3. Approval/refusal of the Project Document.

Overall, it was decided to endorse the proposed Project Document on “Budget system reform in Uzbekistan”
project taking into account the expressed comments and suggestions, and recommended to launch its
implementation.
