Ss Opened the meeting, underlined importance of the human rights field, encouraged the
participants to be active in discussions and thanked everyone for participation.

AU Suggested for the participants to introduce themselves and proposed to start
presentation.

BA Gave information on the activities of the project and presented progress and
achievements made in accordance with set annual targets for 2010. Proposed to have
more detailed discussions on each activity (See the Annex I).

AU Asked BA to clarify what was the status of the draft law on Legal Aid and whether the
content of the draft law on Legal Aid was approved.

Informed that the issue was rather with financial constraints and that financing the costs
related to adoption and implementation of the Law was the main issue at the moment.

Proposed to discuss project activities in more detail. Stated that most of the requests
from the National Partners were related to onetime events such as participation in the
study tours, conferences, organizing round tables, which did not seem to be sustainable.
Suggested instead to focus on narrower areas but with more expertise and deeper
interaction, results of which should be real changes and application of the outputs in
practice by decision makers. Particularly, stated that the consumer rights web-portal
could be a good example for sustainable use of resources providing users with open and
long-term lasting resource.

Thanked the Project Staff for effective cooperation. Noted that the specialized trainings
were in demand among judges and representatives of the judicial authority, and
particularly highlighted trainings on Habeas Corpus with Ministry of Interior and the
National Human Rights Center (NHRC) as a good initiative implemented by the project.
Asked why judges were not involved in the trainings as they are directly involved in
implementation of the habeas corpus.

Explained that actually judges had been invited and they had participated in the
trainings, however, as the topic was quite specific, for future it was decided to work
with more focused groups and not to mix representatives of the different authorities,
and agreed with the concern of AM that there was necessity for future trainings on
Habeas Corpus for the representatives of the judicial authority.

Noted that, unfortunately, while awareness was more or less on a good level in the
capital, there were still difficulties in the regions, there were judges who had never
heard about Habeas Corpus.

Thanked the project staff for the fruitful cooperation. However, stated that there was a
much greater potential for collaboration and encouraged to use the training center
under the Ministry of Justice as a platform for future trainings and seminars. Raised the
concern on working with newspapers and internet. Stated that only 13% of the
population in the country read newspapers and 77% out of those read “Darakchi”
(entertainment tabloid), and as 60% of the population live in rural areas with no or very
limited access to internet, there was a big need for events especially in regions.

Informed that according to the official data there were already around 6 million internet
users in the country, which was already quite a big audience, therefore internet projects
should not be underestimated.

Argued that raising awareness through internet was good but could not replace
trainings and events directly in the regions.

Clarified that if to conduct trainings it should be a course of trainings and educational
manual should be developed to ensure sustainability. Continued with discussion on
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raising awareness on human rights issues through TV as it was the most effective way to
reach and cover greater audience. Informed that there were already well-designed ideas
and almost finalized video clips on Women's rights, Habeas Corpus and Consumer’s
rights, however, none of the national partners could provide guaranteed support for
lobbying those video clips to broadcast on TV channels. Encouraged partners to work on
that subject and inform on possible opportunities.

Supported the idea on development of an educational manual and conducting a course
of trainings on the basis of the Training Center under the Ministry of Justice.

Added that one of the important topics that could be covered within those kinds of
trainings could be out-of-court professional ethics of judges.

Informed that the Training Center was already working on the Code of Conduct for the
representatives of judicial authorities. Suggested to work on the subjects that had been
recently included in the Training Center’s mandatory program such as CEDAW, Habeas
Corpus and others.

Kindly asked SKh to share the list of the subjects of the mandatory program to learn
more on what could be included to the course to be developed.

Informed that the list was available and would be shared. In response to the idea on
raising awareness through TV, suggested to use the Research Center under the Supreme
Court which had a power to lobby the video clips on TV.

Confirmed that there was possibility and the subject should be further discussed in
more detail. Added that using ICT as a tool for raising awareness was also very
important.

Supported AM on using ICT and suggested that the Resource Centers in the regions
could serve for that purpose.

Based on the experience at the Legal Clinics, proposed covering rights related to housing
and communal services as the possible topic for the video clips since major part of the
complaints received at the Clinics were directly related to that area.

Supported KsR and further informed that the Office of Ombudsman would like to
cooperate with the Legal Clinics, especially with the ones in the regions as the cases of
most of the appellants coming to Tashkent from regions could be resolved at those
Legal Clinics in the Regions (Nukus and Namangan). Further, offered to establish Legal
Clinics under all representatives of the Ombudsman in the regions, where possible
based in Law Departments of Universities. As a result of the visit of International
Consultant Mr. Allar Joks, highlighted that there was a need to conduct trainings for
journalists on tips and methods of how to write about Ombudsman’s Office and its
activities. As for the idea of broadcasting video clips on TV, supported this idea and
suggested out-of-court defense mechanisms as a subject: i.e. explaining the roles of
authorities besides the court in defending human rights and basic guidelines on



respective procedures. Also, as another method for raising awareness proposed
development of posters on respective subjects and their usage in most publicly
available places, especially those where people come for consultation.

BA Continued with presentation of the consumer rights web-portal (test version) and
followed with draft tasks and targets for 2011.

AM  For the future projects, suggested to consider electronic versions of providing
information to the population such as one stop shops where population could receive
necessary information anytime needed without waiting in a line for consultation.

AU Made a remark that UNDP namely ICTP project of UNDP had already that kind of
experience; and as it is quite expensive, proposed to consider options with broader
effect especially in the light of recent budget cuts in UNDP funds. Summed up the main
points: develop and implement the courses on specific human rights subjects in
partnership with the Training Center under Ministry of Justice in addition to the law
departments of UWED and Academy of the Ministry of Interior; facilitate cooperation of
the Ombudsman’s Office and the Legal Clinics; work on and search opportunities to
develop video clips and broadcast them on TV in partnership with the Research Center
under the Supreme Court.

KsR  Stressed the necessity to establish a Fund for support of Legal Clinics as it would be
authorized to receive funds from potential donors, and explained that according to the
world practice those funds would be mainly coming from alumni of the Legal Clinics,
thus ensuring sustainability of Legal Aid and Legal Clinic Education in the country.

BA Thanked everyone for the contribution and closed the meeting.
