MINUTES
PAC meeting to discuss the
“Local Governance Support” Project

Date: 17 February 2010,
Venue: UNDP
Participants: (as per the attached List of participants)

Ms. Kyokoe Postill: On behalf on UNDP welcomed participants of the meeting and suggested to
everybody to introduce themselves. After short introduction by all participants she passed the
floor to Mr. Bakhrom Kuchkarov.

Mr. Bakhrom Kuchkarov: Welcomed the participants of the meeting and expressed his
gratitude to UNDP for orgamizing the meeting. He briefly informed the participants about the
work of CoM in the area of local governance, as well as about the cooperation of CoM and
UNDP towards the launch of the new joint project. Mr, Bakhrom Kuchkarov has underlined the
following main outcomes which CoM expects to be fulfilled within the project:

- Strengthened executive discipline or: the local levels;

- Enhanced institutional capacities of Khokimiyats of the pilot regions;

- Effective PPP mechamsms to be introduced;

- Modem methods of planning and management of territorial development are rescarched;
Mr. Bakhrom Kuchkarov said that he counts on UNDP’s support and assistance in
implementation the project and passed the floor to Ms. Kyoko Postill.

Ms. Kyoke Postill: Informed the participants that the main purpose of the PAC meeting is to
discuss and exchange opintons on the new project. She told that CoM and UNDP has been
working on preparation of the project since the beginning of 2009, The project document is now
on the final stage and is being submitted for discussion among all stakeholders. Ms. Kyoko
Postiil also said that the PAC meeting is a good opportunity for all stakeholders to confirm their
interest in and share their thoughts concerning the project. She said that the main idea and
objective of the project 1s to examine and identify the level of existing national capacity and
priority capacity development needs related to the enhancement and modemization of local
governance and public administration system in Uzbekistan. Through launching the project and
strengthening the capacities of Khokimiyats in pilot regions UNDP contributes to the
Govemment's efforts on regional development. She also mentioned that UNDP has been and
coniinues 10 be a major partner of more than 100 national governments worldwide in the
development and implementation of a number of public administration reform projects and
mitiatives, and that the main role of UNDP is to share this knowledge and experience. Ms.
Kyoko Postill mentioned a few project on institutional development that are implemented or
being implemented in Uzbekistan. She set a hope that the project will be well accepted and
discussed during the meeting.

Mr. Bakhrom Kuchkarov: Thanked Ms. Kyoko Postill and passed the floor to Ms. Aziza
Umareva for presentation of project document to the participants of the meeting.

Ms. Aziza Umarova: Made a presentation of project document where she informed the
participants about the project objcctives, tasks and expected resalts. In particular, the project
duration was set for four years {2010-2013) with USD 1 800 000 budget for project activities.
Those activities include support in [) promoting high level policy dialogue and reform of public
administratien for ensuring an effective, strategic and practical approach to modernization of



local governance; 2) conducting analysis of institutional and legislative base and provide
recommendations to optimize the functions and interactions between and within the executive
and legislative bodies; 3} ensuring the access of population to the information related to the work
of government bodies at all levels; 4) strengthening the capacity of civil servants that provide
public services to the population as the result of series of professional trainings identified in the
need assessment report; 5) institutionalization the participation of citizens - private sector and
civil society institutions - in the decision making process of regional development (strategic
planning, implementation); 6) enhancing Public Private Partnership through the Introduction of
modern and innovative approaches to provision of communal services in Namangan region and
in management of recreation of resources in Djizzak region.

The project will be implemented within the framework of the UNDP Strategic Plan for 2008-
2011, within the focus area of “Democratic govemance™. The project aiso contributes 1o fulfill
the UNDAF Qutcome 5, signed and approved by Government of Uzbekistan: Strengthening the
capacity and partnership of government and civil society for more etfective administration, with
a corresponding Country Programme outcome on support o “public administration strengthened
at all levels or more efficiency, accountability and inclusivencss™. It was noted that the Cabinet
of Ministries of Uzbekistan was designated as the main implementing partner of the project, with
close involvement of Khokimiyats of Namangan and Djizzak pilot regions in project
implementation.

Following the presentation of the main project activities the floor was open for discussion.

Mr. Davron Akhmatov: Expressed his support and stressed the tmportance of introducing and
strengthening the mechanisms of providing access to infonmnation to citizens at all levels.

Mr. Bakhrom Kuchkarov: Replied that the importance of such mechanisms is recognized by
the Government and the certain work in this area is being done.

Ms. Dildora Alimbekova: Expressed her support 1o the project. She said that the project is very
opportune and that the Activity 5 1s very important. She suggested indicating concrete assistance
that the project could render to small NGOs and local initiative groups of citizens and include
concrete activities promoting PPP and partnership with civil society institutions. She also noted
that as far as she knows the “one-stop-shops™ establishing of which envisaged in the project
document have already been established by the Governmeni.

Mr. Davron Akhmatov: Commented that the “one-stop-shops™ established by Government
envisage provision of only registration services for businessmen, while the “one-stop-shops™
envisaged by this project will include provision a complex of various services.

Mr. Ravshan Soliev: Expressed his support and contirmed the importance of establishing e-
government in the regions.

Ms. Shukurov Shukhrat: Thanked UNDP and CoM tor instiating the project. He said that there
are already some mechanisms in place that could be useful during the project implementation.
For example, there are Analysis and Information Centers under the Khokimiyats established by
the Government, but still there 1s a big need in knowledge, expenence and modern methedology
to be used in those centers. He also said that the region arc very much interested in developing
PPPs, particularly, piloting provision of communal services through PPPs has been done
previously in Bektemir district of Tashkent city, and suggested including to the project document
an additional activity — developing ecotourism in Yangi-Kurgan district of Namangan region.



Mr. Bakhrom Kuchkarov: Agreed with the idea of ecotourism in Namangan and suggested
including 1t into the project document.

Mr. Davron Akhmatov: Stressed the importance of establishing clear PPP and civil sotiety
partnership mechanisms. One of good examples can be Public Councils under the Chamber of
Commerce and Industry, but apart from regular meeting it is important to ensure implementation
of reached agreements.

Ms. Dildora Alimbekova: Asked a question about concrete activities on enhancing women
participation.

Ms. Aziza Umarova: Replied that UNDP will invite more women to participate in the project
aclivities, at least 30 % for each training. Moreover, it is envisaged to establish a data-base of
women-professionals in various areas (by regions and by profession) that would be useful tool
for the Gavernment to ensure better representation of women in decision-making.

Ms, Aziza Umarova also noted that the participation of women very strongly depends on how
active women are and thal promotion of bright women from the very low level (regional
khokimiyats) can be very critical in creating a pool of professionals.

Mr. Alimukhamedov Botir: Expressed his support to the project and stressed the importance of
the following:
1y There should particular focus on strengthening analytical skills at khokimiats level that
would result in better decision-making skills.
2) Training should be module based and using ILO methodolology, including sell-leamning.
3) Itis necessary to concretize the project objectives and activities and accentuate
responsibility of all beneficiaries.

Mr. Bakhrom Kuchkarov: Agreed with Mr. Alimukhamedov Botir and said that CoM also
expects concrete results and it is very important as it will depend on all of us and on mulual
efforts.

Ms. Guinara Marufova: Noted that promotion of Law on Public Service on the regional level is
very important and expressed her support to the project. Also mentioned that some efforts on
promoting women have been already done and referred to Deputy Khokim posts created for
women in each municipality.

Ms. Dildora Alimbekova: Stressed the importance of involving of the territorial development
depariment of MoE in project activities. Also suggested including ccotourtsm in Namangan into
the project activities. She stressed the importance of supporting the local business associations,
which arc currently not responding to the needs of fast developing private sector.

Ms. Aziza Umarova: Agreed that the project document needs to be coneretized. As for the
ccotourism, UNDP is able to assist by providing expertise and recommendations, given cost-
sharing from khokimiat. Project will also envisage capacity development tor NGOs and clear
mechanism of their interaction with the khokimiats. Recognized the fact that there are some
works done in the regions, espectally in the area of e-government and PPPs, mentioned
unprecedented One stop shop (for administrative services) pilot in Sergehi district of Tashkent
city that wil be launched in April 2010 .

Mpr. Aleksey Ananin: Said that the project is prepared in line with national priorities on public
administration reform. The project document bhas been considered by Prime-Minister himself.



Urged the Khokimiyats of pilot region to maintain a senous approach and take full responsibility
while implementing the project.

Mr. Bakhrom Kuchkarov: Thanked all the participants for the discassion. He said that in case
of some participants would like to make more comments and suggestion they can send it in
written to Ms. Aziza Umarova, who will be finalizing the project document during the next 3
days. Thanked all participants for participating in the meeting and invited to the informal talks
during the coffee-break organized following the meeting.
