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Local Project Appraisal Committee Meeting
for “Support to Foreign Trade and Investment Promotion in Uzbekistan”

Date: April 26, 2010
Venue: UNDP CO Conference Hall

The UNDP Deputy RR Ms. Kyoko Postill welcomed all the participants and presented the agenda of the
meeting (attached). She noted that the meeting is devoted to the final review of the “Support to External
Economic Policy” project which will end on April 30, 2010, and launch of new “Support to Foreign Trade and
Investment Promotion in Uzbekistan” project as a continuation of support in the area of trade and investments.

Mr. Nasriddin Najimov expressed his gratitude to the United Nations Development Program for support in the
area of frade facilitation and investment promotion within the framework of the “Support to external economic
policy” project. The implementation of this project significantly contributed to strengthening the institutional
potential of Ministry of Foreign Economic Relations, Investments and Trade of the Republic of Uzbekistan. It
was noted that in the course of its implementation this project became an integral part of foreign economic
activities. In order to fill the information gap on investment climate, the investment potential and opportunities in
Uzbekistan, the project produced important information materials and supported the capacity development of
IPA “Uzinfoinvest” through developing its web-site (www.uzinfoinvest.uz), information materials for investors,
and procurement of IT equipment. He also thanked for support that has been provided by UNDP through SEEP
project to “Uzinfoinvest” agency in becoming a member of World Association of Investment Promotion Agencies
(WAIPA). He highly evaluated the results of the SEEP project and hoped for a even more active cooperation
within the framework of new project. MFERIT views the new project “Support to external trade and investment
promotion to Uzbekistan” as a logical continuation of UNDP support in trade and investment and noted that in
the new project much emphasis should be given to the capacity building activities in the regions, especially in
marketing of the products produced locally, provision of timely and relevant information about foreign markets
and strengthening of the analytical component of the project. The ministry hopes that quick start of the new
project will help project stakeholders to achieve results in 2010. In this regard he offered his assistance and
assured that the ministry will support the project team to effectively establish their operations.

The floor was given to Mr. Jakhongir Imamnazarov, “SEEP" Project Manager to present the Final Project
Review (atfached). He highlighted that the actual amount spent during the project period was 360 888,76 USD.
The project made contribution in policy analysis by producing reports on the issues of Uzbekistan's accession to
EurAskC, establishment of Export-Import Bank and creation of Special Economic Zones in Uzbekistan,
developing one stop shop services and investment dispute resolution system for foreign investors. Developed
numerous investment publications which were well received by foreign investors and became important sources
of information about investment climate, investment opportunities and the ways of doing business in Uzbekistan.
The project also conducted representative investment forum in Malaysia, exhibition of export goods of
Uzbekistan in Afghanistan, study tours to Czech Republic on creation of Eximbank, and to Batam island
(Indonesia) on creation of Special Economic Zones.



Then, Mr. Kamolkhon Inomkhodjayev (EGU) presented the new “Support to Foreign Trade and Investment
Promotion in Uzbekistan” project document (attached), where he outlined that the new project will support the
Government and regional authorities in strengthening their capacity in foreign trade and export facilitation, and
investment attraction.

Mr. Nasriddin Najimov noted that the focus of the new project is well-aligned with policies of the Government in
the area of trade facilitation and investment attraction and with the priorities like regional development, export
diversification, investment promotion, development of small businesses outlined in the President's speech
devoted to the results of development of Uzbekistan in 2009 and reform agenda for 2010. He reiterated that it
was important to develop the exports of finished commodities in order to be less exposed to fluctuations in
foreign market. There is need for further promotion of investments into regions of Uzbekistan and developing
small businesses. In this regard developing intra and inter-industrial cooperation could help fully utilize the
investment potential of Uzbekistan. Within the next few years it is planned to achieve the share of small
business in GDP 52%.

Mr. Avaz Pazilov (GTZ) noted it is very critical to cooperate on the issues of trade facilitation and export
promotion. He noted they are currently implementing project on developing value chains in dairy, milk, carpet,
fishery, honey production Andijan and Surkhandarya regions. He noted that there is huge potential in developing
carpet exports, and GTZ and UNDP could also work on developing marketing services, certification and
standardization of products for regional entrepreneurs.

Ms. Guzal Kakharova (GTZ) informed participants that GTZ project on trade is working on regional trade and
export promotion issues, reducing administrative and technical barriers, and single window concept for
exporters. She noted that for implementation of abovementioned tasks technical expertise is needed and
practical work should be improved. Therefore GTZ and UNDP project can joint efforts to work in proposed
directions through establishing regular dialogue.

Mr. Nasriddin Najimov thanked GTZ representatives for their active participation and comments. He noted that
international development institutions should work together to efficiently organize the work and to reach
common goals. The efforts should be focused on marketing support as MFERIT has already initiated creation of
marketing departments in every enterprise and developing their capacities. He also agreed that certification and
standardization of products is also an important area where development partners can significantly contribute.
There is a wide range of government standards and GOSTs in Uzbekistan that should be brought in line with
international standards. In this regard “Uzstandard” agency was given a task to elaborate the program of
improvement the system standards and certification to international level.

Mr. Evrin Rutbil (TIKA) mentioned that the main focus of TIKA in Uzbekistan is development of agricultural and
health care sectors. Regardless of the fact that TIKA does not have comprehensive program on trade they could
propose to organize study tours to Turkey and also to invite experts to Uzbekistan to conduct workshops on
export promotion and investment attraction.

Ms. Sojida Tashpulatova (IFC) noted IFC is working on investment climate project and asked if the discussed
project document takes into account removing obstacles in trade facilitation and investments promotion
including regulatory impact assessment.

Mr. Kamolkhon Inomkhodjayev noted that the new project will engage in policy advice and analytical work to
further improve investment climate and facilitate foreign trade in Uzbekistan. UNDP has worked with IFC in
developing the system of Regulatory Impact Assessment of legislative acts and will use this experience in
proposing changes to legislation which will take into account the interests of foreign investors and private sector.



Mr. Avaz Pazilov (GTZ) proposed to conduct more round tables on these issues and share new ideas and
experience.

Mr. Nasriddin Najimov agreed that is useful to meet more often at least on a quarterly meetings to discuss
issues and opportunities, coordinate joint activities, share results and lessons learned, and said that he and his
colleagues will be happy to participate in such meetings.

In conclusion, Ms. Kyoko Postill and Mr. Nasriddin Najimov thanked the participants and outlined the next
steps in initiating the new project:

1.

Finalizing Project Document;

2. Setting up project team and office;

3. Conducting project board meetings (twice a year), where project progress, results, issues can be
discussed.

4. Project Board members also agreed that the furniture and IT-equipment procured by the “Support to
External Economic Policy” project and currently located at UNDP CO premises, shall be transferred (as
per attached NEPL) to the newly approved “Support to Foreign Trade and Investment Promotion in
Uzbekistan” project.

5. The administration of the project’s website (www.investment.uz) and the contained materials will be
passed over to the above mentioned new “Support to Foreign Trade and Investment Promotion in
Uzbekistan” project.
