I am pleased to address you on the occasion of referring to Project 11"9238 Innovative
mechanisms for South-South & Triangular Cooperation (SSTC), approved by the Committee of
Experts in 2019 to be funded by the Pérez-Guerrero Trust Fund (FFPG).

In this connection, please be informed that this Project, scheduled to be held during
2020 as the central theme of the Meeting of International Cooperation Directors for Latin
America and the Caribbean of the Latin American and Caribbean Economic System (SELA), could
not be carried out due to the COVID-1-9 pandemic and its side effects, which affected the full

As a result of the global situation, the country that
was initially proposed as the venue for the event was unable to hold it during the health
emer9ency.
