Dear Mr. Harfst,  
 
The Global Fund1 has allocated for the 2020-2022 allocation period USD 19,800,000 to 
Venezuela for Malaria Programs (the “Malaria Allocation”). The UN Resident Coordinator 
submitted to the Global Fund on 22 June 2020 a funding request to access the Malaria Allocation. 
The Technical Review Panel of the Global Fund has approved the funding request to proceed to 
grant-making on 21 August 2020. The United Nations Development Programme (UNDP) was 
selected as Principal Recipient for the proposed Malaria Program.    
 
In order to ensure the timely delivery of certain health products necessary for the implementation 
of the Malaria Program, the Global Fund has agreed to finance the advance procurement of the 
following health products: LLINs, RDTs, ACTs and anti-malarial pharmaceutical products (other 
than ACTs) (the “Health Products”)2. This financing for advance procurement is approved on an 
exceptional basis and subject, mutatis mutandis, to the terms and conditions contained in the 
UNDP-Global Fund Grant Regulations and this letter. 
 
Accordingly, the Global Fund and UNDP hereby agree as follows: 
 
1. The Global Fund has duly committed an amount of up to USD 2,593,286 (the “Advance”) from 

the Malaria Allocation, which shall be transferred to UNDP for the advance procurement of 
Health Products listed in paragraph 2 in accordance with the terms and conditions of this 
letter. 

  
2. The disbursement of such committed funds shall occur as follows: 

 
1 Capitalized terms used in this letter shall have the meanings defined in the Framework Agreement between the Global 
Fund to Fight AIDS, Tuberculosis and Malaria and UNDP dated 13 October 2016 (the “Framework Agreement”), unless 
defined in this letter or the context requires otherwise.     
2 The Health Products are intended to constitute Program Assets under the proposed Malaria Program prior to the 
signature of the related Grant Confirmation.
